With
this expansion, Community closed its 32-bed psychiatric wing at Community
Regional Medical Center in downtown Fresno in order to expand capacity for
obstetric care and other services. To better serve the Valley’s mental health needs,
in February 2019 Community Behavior Health Center expanded by adding 12
beds, bringing the total bed count to 73.

Community Behavioral Health Center is an acute psychiatric hospital, which means
it is a locked facility. It consists of four separately locked units and common
recreation/activity areas. When patients are in the common areas, they have direct
